History reveals that after
the collapse of the Otto-
man Empire, following
World War |, Lebanon
was placed under French
Mandate.

In the
vilage of Choueifat a
small new school was es-
tablished by the young
Rev. Tanios Saad and
Miss Louisa Procter in a
time when education for
girls was not favored. Af-
ter the death of the Rever-
end Saad in 1953, the
school was expanded and
renovated under the lead-
ership of Charles Saad.
